May 1, 2012
The Whitley County Redevelopment Commission met Tuesday May1, 2012 in the EDC Conference Room located in the Whitley County Government Center.  In attendance were Bill Overdeer, Mike Schrader, George Schrumpf, Alan Tio, Brooks Langeloh, John Lefever, John Stafford, Frank Argerbright and Kathy Heuer.  The minutes were recorded by Auditor Jen McGuire.
IN THE MATTER OF MINUTES & CLAIMS:  Minutes from the April 23, 2012 meeting were reviewed a motion to approve as presented was made by Schrumpf, seconded by Schrader and carried with a 3/0 vote, Kessler and Argerbright abstaining. Claims paid since last meeting were reviewed, discussion of the payments to the Whitley County Treasurer were discussed as Drainage bills for the Rail Connect Park, a motion by Schrader to approve, seconded by Argerbright and carried with a 5/0 vote.  

IN THE MATTER OF TIF PLANS: The rest of the meeting was discussion on the existing TIF plans and strategic planning for Redevelopment Commissioner for the future.  John Stafford was present to discuss long term adjectives for the Commissioner and to look at a five year time frame for development.  A look at the reallocation of the TIF area will be looked at again when the SDI Bonds are paid off in the 2016 pay 2017 tax year and what impact that will have on the revenue flow for the district.  
IN OTHER MATTERS: Contacting existing companies along the US #30 corridor and research any expansion plans they have forecasted for the future.  Need of spec building to draw business to the County or upgrade existing building for use.  Projects necessary for the Commissioner after the debt is retired for any additional infrastructure along the #30 corridor.  Time frame for the construction of the new High School for Columbia City and how the reallocation will affect the start date of the project.
There being no further business or public comment, the meeting was adjourned.
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
