WHITLEY COUNTY REDEVELOPMENT
December 4, 2012
The Whitley County Redevelopment Commission met Tuesday December 4, 2012 in the Commissioner Room located in the Whitley County Government Center.  In attendance were Bill Overdeer, Jim Argerbright, Mike Schrader, Frank Kessler, George Schrumpf, Alan Tio, Brooks Langeloh, Bill Kautz and Loren Kavitz.  The minutes were recorded by Auditor Jen McGuire.
Overdeer called the meeting to order.
IN THE MATTER MINUTES: A motion to approve the minutes from the prior meeting October 2, 2012 as presented was made by Schrader, seconded by Schrumpf and carried with a 4/0 vote with Kessler abstaining.
IN THE MATTER STEEL DYNAMICS ABATEMENT:  Alan Tio from EDC, Loren Kavitz from Region III-A and Bill Kautz from SDI were on hand to present Abatement paperwork (SB-1’s) for both real estate in the amount of $4.3 million and personal property in the amount of over $21 million and showing new employment of 41 people.  This will be an expansion to an existing building for heavy high speed rail industry.  After discussion Argerbright made the motion to sign the Resolution #2012-12 for a 10 year abatement recommendation to the County Council for both RE and PP, seconded by Kessler and carried with a 5/0 vote.
IN THE MATTER CLAIMS:  Redevelopment claims processed November 2 & 20, 2012 were reviewed for approval, a motion to allow was made by Schrader, seconded by Kessler and carried with a 5/0 vote.  This approval will also include $500.00 to Pete Rowe for mowing at Rail Connect Park.  Two claims presented for approval were $115,024 for work at City Ford and $63,144 for E & B Paving for the paving of Gateway Park with the County Contract after discussion a motion was made by Schrader to approve, seconded Argerbright and carried with a 5/0 vote.  
OTHER BUSINESS: Alan Tio wants to look at TIF funding for the training of employees throughout Whitley County for State Level matching Grants.  After discussion instead of matching dollar for dollar the Commission will support 50% funding, a motion to approve by Schrader, seconded by Kessler and carried with a 5/0 vote.  The second sign will be set at Gateway Park at the north entrance.  The pavement will be replaced with concrete at the drive in Rail Connect Park to the increase of truck traffic for the new Recycle Process plant.  Alan Tio will present the Year End 2012 Review for the Commissioners Dec 17, 2012 meeting.
There being no further business or public comment, the meeting was adjourned.
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
